The Conference of Presidents of Medical Societies
 (Konferencja Prezesów Towarzystw Lekarskich) was established in 2008 as a forum for cooperation between the Chamber of Medical Practitioners (the self-regulating organisation registering, representing and disciplining doctors and dentists) and other academic and specialist organisations.  These are represented by the President of each individual society and the Chamber is represented by the President.  The Chair of the Conference of Rectors of the Medical Universities also participates in the Conference.
Objectives

The Conference will

· articulate the common position of the medical societies on relevant issues

· draw attention to problems and threats for the practice of medicine and dentistry in Poland
· provide opinion on relevant legislation

· disseminate resolutions within the membership of the individual societies
· support the evidence based medicine approach

· strengthen co-operation between the Chamber and medical societies

In addition to communicating positions and opinions the Conference will undertake activities to ensure that these are taken into and that their resolutions are implemented.

An elected coordinator presides over the work of the Conference for a term of 4 years and is responsible for representing the Conference externally.  Support functions are provided by the Chamber of medical Practitioners.
